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SEAT BELT CHALLENGE RULES

Teams consist of 4 participants

An observer and stopwatch for each vehicle will be required
Each team will be timed

Participants will begin belted in their seat

The observer will signal to start - verbally or with a whistle

On the signal the participants will unbelt, exit the vehicle and move clockwise to the next
seated position

The participants will then belt, raise hands off of the buckle and wait for the “check” signal
from the observer

This rotation continues until all participants return to their initial seated position and are
belted

The observer will blow the whistle or use verbal announcements to signal the finish
